The Alamo Community CollegePolice Department provides law enforcement and security services to all
components of the Alamo Community Colleges including academic campuses and a variety of satellite
facilities throughout Bexar and Comal Counties.

The Department has 82 athorized positions including 58state certified Police Officers, Security Officers,

8 Communications Officers, and 11 Administrative Support Persoeh The department maintains dully
staffed investigations division, a training division, and an Emergency Communications Center which
operates 24 hours a day, year round.

To provide a safe campus for our students, staff, faculty and visitors, the department has uniformed
officers on patol 24 hours a day, year round. To provide thisround the clock coverage our officers work

in three shifts. Unarmed Security Officers work closely with our Patrol Officers by constantly patrolling
campus properties and staffing fixed posts at some facitits.

Patrol is the core of the Alamo Community CollegdPolice Department. These officers are the ones to
answer calls for service, respond to alarms and enforce state criminal and traffic laws in addition to the
rules of the Alamo Community College The department also has police officers responsiblefor
specialized assignments including Criminal Investigation, Crime Prevention and Bicycle Patrol.

Jurisdictional, Enforcement, & Arrest Authority of
ACCD Police

The Alamo Community Colleges Police Deparemt is the primary police authority for the collegesof the
Alamo Community Colleges Our Police Officers are certified Texas Peace Officers as defined in article 2.12
of the Texas Code of Criminal Procedure.

Pursuant to Section 51.203 of the Texas Edu@mn Code, the primary jurisdiction of Alamo Community

Colleges Police Officers includes all counties in which property is owned, leased, rented, or otherwise

under the control of the Alamo Community College! © DPAAAA 1T AAEAAOOh i@BA $ADAC
have the same authority to detain and arrest as municipal police officers.

The Alamo Community College$olice Department is linked by computer to city, state and federal

criminal justice agencies which provides access to criminal records, wantedgosons, stolen property, and

vehicle information. All crimes reported to the Aamo Community CollegesPolice Department are

administration for disciplinary action.

The Alamo Community CollegePolice Department maintains excellent working relationships with all
area law enforcement agencies including the San AntoniBolice Department, the Live Oak Police
Department, the New Braunfels Police Department, the Bexar County Sh@iffOffice, the Texas
Department of Public Safety, and the local field office of the Federal Bureau of Investigation. These
working relationship s are maintained through periodic communication among agency administrators and
by frequent contact between line officers and investigators cooperating on specific cases.
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Professional Standards

The Police Departmend ®lationship with the community and ensuring that we provide excellent services
is vital to achieving our overall mission of safe and secure campuses. All members of tHan®
Community Collegescommunity can expect to be treated in a courteous and professional manner by
members of our de@rtment. The Aamo Community CollegesPolice Department will not tolerate an
employee who acts unprofessionally or rudely or who does not provide an appropriate level of service. We
also wish to recognize instances where our employees have been especiadipful or have exceeded your
expectations in the service they have provided.

The quality of our service is dependent in part on feedback from the community we serve. Please help us
improve our department by bringing your complaints and compliments to theattention of any of the
following individuals in a timely manner:

Incident Reporting and Response

Any criminal offense, suspected criminal activity, or other emergency on campus should be reported
directly to the Alamo Community College®olice bytelephone, in person, or by dialing 2220911 from any
campus phone or by using one of the emergency telephones located throughout our campuses. Campus
elevators are also equipped with emergency phoneklpon receipt of the call, thd?olice Communications
Center personnel can supply information or dispatch officers asecessary.

For non-emergencies from a campus phone, dial 2e8099. The email address for the ACCD Police
Department isdps@accd.edinowever request for policeservice should not be sent via email. ACCD Police
or Security officers in vehicles, on foot or on bicycles are eager to be of assistance and may be contacted
directly.

The Aamo Community College$olice department will respond as quickly and safely as psible to any
request for assistance, whether it is an emergency or not. Response time is based on current activity and
severity of the call. Crimes in progress, alarms, traffic accidents with injuries and medical assists have a
higher priority than other t ypes of calls.

We cannot overemphasize the importance of prompt and accurate crime reports, no matter when it
occurs.If a crime is not promptly reported, evidence can be destroyed or the potential to apprehend the
suspect lost. Without accurate reportsleads could be missed and the investigation headed in the wrong
direction. If you witness a crime or emergency, promptly report it to the ACCD Police Department and be
prepared to answer questions as accurately as you can.

The subsequent investigation caionly be as thorough as the information received. If you are the victim of
a crime or you have seen or received information of criminal activity or other emergency, please contact
the Alamo Community College®olice Department immediately.
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Reporting Crimin al Offenses to Campus
Officials

Faculty, staff and students are encouraged to report any problems with the campus environment directly
to the Aamo Community College$olice, but you may also report criminal offenses to designated campus
officials (including but not limited to directors, deans, and department heads,) or to other local law
enforcement agencies.

Crimes can be reported anonymously by calling Crime Stoppers at (21) 284 OP. The lamo Community
CollegesPolice Department, Counseling and Psyglogical Services, and the Department of Student Affairs
at each campus will accept confidential and anonymous reports of crimes for inclusion in the annual
statistical report. Although exempt from the reporting requirements of the Cleary Act, pastoral and
professional mental health counselors are encouraged to refer persons they are counseling to report
crimes on a voluntary, confidential basis for inclusion in the annual statistics especially if the incident
posses a continuous threat to the campus commity. It is our goal to provide assistance wherever the
report is made to make sure we include the crime in our annual security report.

Access and Maintenance of Campus Facilities
Access

The President of each campus, Deans, and Directors or Department Heads are responsible for determining
access to facilities under their controlThe Aamo Community College$?olice Dgoartment, upon request,
will prepare a security survey of the facility to determine security coverage and appropriate access

control.
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The Aamo Community Collegs Police Department is notified whenever a door is forced open or propped
open for any signifi@nt period of time.

It is unlawful for any person to trespass on the grounds of any state institution of higher education of this
state or to damage or deface any of the buildings, statues, monuments, memorials, trees, shrubs, grasses,
or flowers on the grounds of any state institutions of higher education (Texas Education Code Section
51.204)

The governing board of atate institution of higher education or its authorized representatives may refuse

to allow persons having no legitimate business to enter o® OT PAOOU OT1 AAO OEA AT AOAG ¢
eject any person from the property on his or her refusal to leave peaceably on request. Identification may

be required of any person on the property (Texas Education Code Section 51.209).

Maintenance

The Faciliies Departments of the various campuses maintain the buildings, grounds and utility systems,
and provides custodial services for the lamo Community Collegesampuses. Students are encouraged to
report maintenance problems such as missing lights, plumbingroblems or elevators that are not in
service to the nearest departmental office. Departmental staff will forward the reports to the appropriate
unit in the Facilities Department. If departmental offices are closed, please report any safety issues or
emergency conditions to the Aamo Community College$olice Department.

The Aamo Community Colleges-acilities Department takes security service needs as its highest priority.
Facilities personnel immediately respond to reports of inoperable doors, burned olights, malfunctioning
smoke-fire alarms, broken windows and screens, and request from thdaino Community College$olice
Department to do such things as trim bushes for security reasons.

Police and security personnel closely monitor any securityelated maintenance problems after hours and
report their findings to the appropriate Campus official. If necessary, they will stand by until the problem is
corrected.

ACCD Palice and Security survey campus lighting nightly and monitor those areas having defedixtures
and report the deficiencies to the appropriate personnel for corrective actiorthe emergency telephones
are checked monthly to ensure proper operation.

Alcoholic Beverages, lllegal Drugs, and Weapons

As an institution interested in the intelectual, physical and psychological well being of the campus
community, the Alamo Community Collegedeems it important to curtail the abusive or illegal use of
alcoholic beverages. All members of the ACCD community and guests are required to comply veittefal,
state and local laws regarding the distribution, possession and consumption of alcoholic beverages.
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lllegal Drugs

Texas state law prohibits the manufacture, sale, delivery, possession, or use of a controlled substance
without legal authorization. A controlled substance includes any drug, substance or immediate precursor
covered under the Texas Controlled Substance Act, including but not limited to opiates, barbiturates,
amphetamines, marijuana, and hallucinogens. The possession of drug paraphemmasi also prohibited
under Texas state law. Drug paraphernalia includes all equipment, products and material of any kind that
are used to facilitate, or intended or designed to facilitate, violations of the Texas Controlled Substances
Act. Alleged violatims of this policy may result in criminal charges and will also be adjudicated through
campus disciplinary procedures.

Weapons

In accordance with Texas Penal Code Ch 46, it is a felony to intentionally, knowingly or recklessly posses a
firearm, illegal knife or prohibited weapon (with or without a concealed handgun permit) on the physical
premises of a school or educational institution, to include any buildings or passenger transportation
vehicles under the direct control of the education institution.

Sexud Assault

Victims of sexual assault or persons who have information regarding a sexual assault are strongly
encouraged to report the incident to the ACCD Police Department immediately. It is the policy of the
department to conduct investigations of all sedal assault complaints with sensitivity, compassion,
patience and respect for the victim. Investigations are conducted in accordance with guidelines

All information and reports of sexual assault are kept strictly confidential In accordance with the Texas
Code of Criminal Procedure Article57, victims may use a pseudonym to protect their identity. A
pseudonym is a set of initials or a fictitiousmmame chosen by the victimo be used in all public filesand
records concerning the sexual assauliThe victims of sexual assault are not required to file criminal
charges or seek judicial actions through the campus discipary process. However, victims are
encouraged to report the assault in order to provide the victim with physical and emotional assistance.

Information and assistance is also available through the Student Counseling Services on each campus, San
Antonio Rape Crises Center (21421-7273), and the Dean of Student Life of each campus. If requested
these departments will assist the victim in contacting the ACCD Police Department.

The ACCD Police Department is available to all victims to provide information abqérsonal safety, Texas
Crime Victims Rights, Texas Crime Victims Compensation Fund and other information upequest. The
various campus Departments of Student Life can assist the victim with issues including, but not limited to,
class schedule changewithdrawal procedures, etc.

The ACCD Police Department is available to receive and investigate reports of sexual assault, assist a
victim in securing medical attention, participate in evidence preservation and collection, conduct
investigations, and informthe victim of legal and administrative options both on and off campus.

Guidelines or suggestions to follow after sexual assault:

Get to a safe place as soon as you can.

Contact the Police Department at 220911.

Get medical attention as soon as possible thake sure you are physically well and to collect
important evidence in the event you may later wish to take legal action.

4. Try to preserve all physical evidence. Do not wash, use the toilet, or change clothing if you can
avoid it. If you do change clothegut all clothing you were wearing at the time of the attack in a
paper, not plastic, bag.

5. Talk with a counselor who will maintain confidentiality, help explain your options, give your
information, and provide emotional support. You can reach a counselby calling the San Antonio
Rape Crisis Center (216621-7273).

6. Contact someone you trust tde with you and support you.

Medical Treatment

It is important to seek immediate and followup medical attention for several reasons:

First, to assess and treatry physical injuries you may have sustained;
Second, to determine the risk of sexually transmitted diseases or pregnancy and
take preventive measures; and

3. Third, to gather evidence that could aid criminal prosecution.

Physical evidence should be colleel immediately, ideally within the first 24 hours. It may be
collected later than this, but the quality and quantity of the evidence may be diminished.

Theft Prevention

In 2005, our department received reports of 213 cases of theft. It is important for all of us to
understand our role in the reduction of crime. A lesson taught to all crime prevention practitioners
is often referred to as the Crime Triangle. For any crime to occur three elements silbe present:
desire, ability and opportunity.

mode of transportation, you will find that bicycles are a prime target of the opportunistic thief. The

ACCD Police Department encourages all bicyclists to participate in Operation Identification, by

the rims and accessories where practical. We also recommend you record the color, make, model,

serial number and speed of the bicycle.

Always lock the whole bicycle to the bicycle rack; making sure it is secured in a manner to protect
the removal of the frame or tires.

Always report suspicious activity near or at the bicycle racks.

These are examples of activities that have helped deter the opportunistic thief from taking
advantage of you. Our department strongly believes the sharing of thisformation can help in the
prevention and reduction of crime.
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Crime Prevention Programs

A primary goal of the ACCD Police Department is the prevention of crime before it occurs. Because ACCD
Police Department officers cannot be everywhere all the tim they need the help of all members of the
various campus communities to take an active role in their personal safety and property protection. Crime
prevention is important to the campus communities and you can help by reporting any crime or suspected
crime to the ACCD Police Department immediately. By doing so, you may be preventing someone else
from becoming a victim of a more serious crime.

The ACCD Police Department regularly presents programs covering crime prevention and security
information to students, staff and faculty. They participate and provide information during new student
orientation in addition to a number of other programs scheduled annually with student, staff and faculty
organizations.
