Catalog Description: The basic emphasis is meaningful communication, along with an increased
vocabulary and related facts of the culture. Students should be able to communicate with Japanese
speaking people in various situations by using survival Japanese by the end of this course. This
course is a continuation of Japanese 1411 and therefore, a demonstrated mastery of the basic skills
(listening, speaking, reading, and writing) is recommended. Katakana, a second writing system is
introduced, along with additional Kanji.

ITT.  Pre-requisites, co-requisites and other requirements: JAPN 1411, or Placement test 70 % or above.

IVv. Text: Nakama 1: Japanese Communication, Culture, and Context, Seiichi Makino. Houghton Mifflin
Company: New York. Nakamal: Workbook/Laboratory Manual.

IvV. Instruction will consist of: lecture (grammar teaching, discussions about culture, reading, writing,
speaking, and listening), and class activities.

V. Course Content: This course focuses on the following areas: (1) describing one's daily schedule, (2)
talking about one's activities "time expressions", (3) describing likes, dislikes, and preferences, (4)
making an inquiry or a request; Expressing quantities and numbers.

VI. Learning Outcomes and Performance Objectives with their methods of measurement as used to
determine the students’ mastery of those outcomes.

By the end of the course:

o students should be able to talk about their daily activities and hobbies.

e students should be able to carry on simple conversations with a sales clerk at a Japanese store.
e students should be able to write simple sentences using Hiragana, Katakana, and Kanji.

e students should be able o read Hiragana, Katakana, and Kanji texts.

e students should be able to understand some elements of Japanese culture.

VII. Course requirements and grade computation.

College Requirements:
